We have engaged many men in conversation and 

offered them brochures to help along the road to recovery from their pornography 

addiction.  We have also dialogued with many women who work in these establishments.

 The King’s Men are proud to report that the REAL MEN accountability and 

formation groups are growing.  For the past two years, the REAL MEN meetings have 

been taking place every Thursday from 7:15 - 9 PM at the Generation Life office in 

Oreland, PA with the second Thursday of the month meeting at the rectory of St. 

Catherine of Siena in Horsham, PA.  For the past three months, a center city Philadelphia 

group has been meeting every 1
st
 and 3

rd
 Saturday in the rectory of St. John the 

Evangelist from 10 AM – 11:45 AM.  There are also tentative plans for a third REAL 

MEN group to be established in the fall of 2006, possibly at Malvern or Bucks County.
