What is Pornography?  Pornography is an intimacy disorder that affects both men and 
women.  It is a counterfeit plan for love.  This type of love involves selfishness, lust, and 
infidelity.  In the Judeo-Christian world, it is a grave sin.

Why fight Pornography?  We fight pornography because it is an evil scourging our 
society.  It affects men, women and children.  The National Center for Missing and 
Exploited Children estimates that there are 20,000 images of child pornography posted on 
the internet every week with 20% of all internet pornography involving the exploitation 
of children.  Child pornography generates $3 billion annually.  For every 10 men in 
church, 5 are struggling with pornography.  The more pornography men watch, the more 
likely they are to describe women in sexualized terms.  According to a poll conducted by 
Focus on the Family, approximately 50% of families said pornography was a problem in 
their home.  Pornography is contributing to the moral decay of today’s family and we are 
attempting to stop it! 
 
How can you expect to fight a multi-billion dollar industry like Pornography?  We 
expect to fight this battle one soul at a time.  The King’s Men apostolate is strategically 
addressing the issue of pornography through education and legislation, but we realize that 
the battle will only be won when men start living up to their calling as leaders, protectors 
and providers.  We are seeking to build and unite men in this effort and through these 
men we believe that families, communities and churches will be transformed.  Men have 
the ability to change this tide by demanding more from themselves and for their families.  
We believe that the pornography fight will eventually be won through the formation and 
influence of the men in our society.
